Did You Know WECA Has a Web Site?

In 1996 WECA entered “The
Internet Age” with the crea-
tion of weca.org. Our purpose
is to share the interests of our
Ham Radio hobby and pub-
lish information about the
public service events we par-
ticipate in along with the
Ham Radio community in
general.

What kind of traffic “views”
the WECA site! For the
month of November 2003,
2,475 people visited the
WECA.org site downloading
about 10,130 pages of infor-
mation. The busiest day was

November 17™. The busiest
times on the site are between
10 am and 11 am and most
visitors come to the page on
Mondays. Aside from USA
visitors, the Dutch, then Cana-
dians and finally Japanese visi-
tors are most likely to visit
weca.org. About 85% of the
“hits” are for less than 30 sec-
onds although some “hits” are
up to an hour. The busiest
page is the main page, fol-
lowed by the National
Weather Service pages. 92% of
all visitors use Windows prod-
ucts and 87% use Microsoft

Fallon Retains Hudson Division Directorship

In an ARRL election battle that
pitted director against vice direc-
tor, Frank Fallon, N2FF, pre-
vailed to retain his seat as Direc-
tor of the League's Hudson Divi-
sion. He beat back a challenge
from his Vice Director Steve
Mendelsohn, W2ML, 1933 to
1470. Ballots were counted No-
vember 21 at ARRL Headquar-
ters. The Hudson Division's was
the sole contested seat in the
current director/vice director

election cycle. For his nearly 500-

vote margin Fallon, who's re-
tired, credits his ability to devote
full time to ARRL as well as to
Hudson Division members' ap-
parent appreciation for what he's
been able to accomplish.

"That's what made the differ-
ence," Fallon said. "I'm real
happy with the way the vote
turned out." He said work al-
ready is under way to secure
Amateur Radio antenna bills in
New York and New Jersey. Parts
of both states fall within the
Hudson Division.

A resident of East Williston,
New York, Fallon has served as
director since 1997. A former
high school English teacher and
a ham for 41 years, Fallon is an
ARRL Life Member.

During his tenure as Hudson
Division Director, he's been a
member of all standing commit-
tees and now sits on the Ad-
ministration and Finance Com-
mittee, which oversees the
League's programs and budget.

In addition, Fallon has served
on the ARRL Executive Com-
mittee for four years and is on

the ARRL Foundation Board.

The election result leaves Men-
delsohn-a veteran ARRL office-
holder who once served as
Hudson Division Director and
as ARRL First Vice President-
again without a League leader-
ship role. Joyce Birmingham,
KA2ANF, was the lone candi-
date for the vice director's seat
that Mendelsohn vacated to
run for the division's top spot.
